Aussie Five Fair Rules....

Parents and students also need to be aware that
there are some circumstances in the classroom and
in the playground where students can be placed
IMMEDIATELY on an Amber or Red Alert should the
behaviour or the circumstances warrant.
Dangerous or aggressive behaviour can move
straight to Amber or Red if deemed appropriate by
the staff in the classroom or on playground duty.

Parents wanting to discuss an Amber Alert
Notification need to make an appointment via the
front office and should NOT expect to discuss the
notification with staff prior to school commencing.

Semester One Reports will be issued in Week Eight
with parent/teacher interviews taking place in
Week Nine. This Semester staff will take the
opportunity to request interviews with parents to
discuss any concerns they may have in relation to a
student in their classroom.
